Guest Speaker

Guest speaker Alan Tennyson who has a famous ancestor — Lord Tennyson — is
senior curator at Te Papa specialising in live birds and bird fossils. In the last 20
years 57 new species of bird fossils have been identified in NZ compared to 52 new
species up to the year 2000 and Te Papa have many more bird fossils yet to be
identified. Many new species have come from an area of an ancient huge lake
dated to about 15 to 20 million years ago around St Bathans Central Otago. The
variety identified includes rails, bitterns, wading birds, adzebill, plover, pigeons, a
very small kiwi, parrots and a type of dodo. More penguin fossils have been found
in NZ than anywhere else in the World including the largest which stood about 1%
to 2 metres tall. NZ also has the most diverse range of shags in the World. Fossils
are found throughout NZ including the Chatham Islands. Alan brought along a large
moa leg bone and small fossilised creature on a stone.
